At this time of year, as we have celebrated our country's Independence Day, hopefully our thoughts have 

turned to freedom and what it means.

Another need is agape--not just table and pillow agape, but 

also specific needs, such as table notebooks/folders, worship book covers, swatches, agape letter bags, plastic 

drink cups, fisher of men bracelets, snacks and drinks, wall agape, poster board, ear plugs, dining place mats, 

pencils/pens, letter openers, clothespin necklaces, and whatever you want to share.  A great way of sharing 

agape would be to attend Candlelight and/or Closing.  There is a need for young women to help to serve at 

the Agape Feast.
