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RHYTHMS

I recently read a story that was taken from The Sayings of the Desert Fathes@me stories from
early Christian Egypt, about a young man named Anthony of Egypt. He went to live in the harsh
eastern desert regions, attempting to remove himself from all worldly distractions so he could
singlemindedly and wholeheartedly seek God. Although he had many intense spiritual experiences,
he was discouraged, fearing that he hadn't really accomplished anything. He was still deeply aware
of his sins and still had times when he felt far from God. So--he prayed and asked God how he
could be made whole. After he prayed, he opened the door of his cell and saw an angel sitting out-
side patiently weaving reed baskets. After a while, the angel put his work aside and stood up to
pray. When he finished praying, he sat down and began to weave again. As Anthony watched, the
angel turned to him, smiled, and told him to "just do this--and then you will be made whole." The
angel modeled a rhythm of living--work and pray, work and pray--quietly and faithfully, finding
the wholeness of life.

As human beings, we are inclined to live by rhythms with a pattern to our activities and structure in
our days. Even when we live spontaneously and flexibly, we still like routines, preferring order to
chaos. As we learned in the Priority Talk on our Emmaus Walk, our daily activities reveal our real
beliefs and commitments. However, just as the way we structure our days reveals our character and
priorities, so can it help to shape them. We make some choices because of who we are, but others
because of who we wish to become. We may be wired to live by rhythms, but we can intentionally
set the beat: we can structure our daily living as a loving response to the grace of God in Christ.

As we enter into the rhythm of summer--more daylight hours, no school, more outdoor activi-
ties, family vacations, less structure--let us endeavor to maintain the steady beat of devotion to
Christ and his model. Remember to work and pray, play and pray, and seek the wholeness of life
that can only be found through living in Christ. I look forward to worshiping with all of you on
June 17th at St. Philip's UMC, 16321 Great Oaks Dr., off 620, just past Cat Hollow.
