Yes, that is exactly 
who they were and how they remain in my memories. As I think back on that time, I 
smile wryly when I remember some of the grief my friends and I caused for them, and 
how they and my parents built such a strong foundation for my faith.

We sometimes let our preconceptions about who would or would not benefit from attending a 
Walk limit those we reach out to.  I have been as guilty of this as anyone.  But not anymore.  As 
my pilgrim said, “everyone ought to do this”, or at least everyone ought to be given the chance.
